profile...
�• Include your name and address, phone, fax, 

e-mail.  If you would like visitors to contact you or 
visit your gallery or studio, consider including your 
civic (911) address and business hours.

�• ART-RELATED EDUCATION & TRAINING:  If you are 
self-taught, say so.  Many of the world�’s best artists 
were primarily self-taught, including Vincent Van 
Gogh.

�• EXHIBITIONS: If the list is extensive, just list your most 
recent and/or more significant exhibits.  Please 
include places where your work is normally or 
currently on public exhibition.  Include restaurants, 
craft shops or other locations.

�• MEMBERSHIPS:  Art-related organizations only, 
please �– if you don�’t belong to any such 
organizations, consider joining the Arts Council.

�• REVIEWS OR ARTICLES:  If your list is extensive, just 
list the most recent and/or most significant.

�• WEB SITES: If your work is available on your website, 
or any other, please provide the full website, e.g. 
www.artstuff.com.

�• OTHER: You can, if you wish, provide a very brief 
statement of the type of work you do �– i.e. �“I do 
watercolours of local scenes in a realistic but 
unique manner�” �– or include any other information 
you feel would encourage the viewer to want to 
see more of your work, but please keep it brief.

Your profile is limited to one
8½�” by 11�” page.

General INFORMATION
�• Art in the County is open to all artists who are 

residents or ratepayers of Prince Edward County.  

�• Original art work must have been created since 
Art in the County 2009. A maximum of two pieces 
in any medium may be entered.  

�• No large series prints (more than 10) will be 
considered. For works of photography, the 
artist must indicate whether the work is digitally 
produced.  

�• Two-dimensional works must be gallery ready and 
no larger than 48�” x 48�” (frame included). Wire 
and eye-hooks only, please. Sculptures must be 
portable and of reasonable size.   

�• All works must be for sale and remain on view for 
the duration of the show. A 25% commission will 
be deducted from the selling price of each work 
sold, and the balance forwarded to the artist as 
soon as possible following the show.   

�• All art submitted will be juried and the jury will 
make the final decision on works to be included 
in the show. It will award the Juror�’s Choice and 
Honourable Mention awards. There will also be a 
People�’s Choice award based on votes of visitors 
to the show.

�• Application for entries of derivative work must 
be accompanied by proof of permission from 
the source. Copyright infringements will not be 
tolerated. Classroom work will not be accepted.

�• Award winners will be requested to provide a 
digital photograph for use on the AITC website. 
If no image is available, AITC will have a suitable 
one produced.

�• Price of art works are established at submission for 
the duration of the show.
